Thirty new brothers later, the entire delegation
traveled to the “Silks” at Remington Park Racetrack to cele-
brate their distinction. A golf tournament was held during the

day for those who wished to test their skills with the clubs.
A dinner reception at Remington Park later that evening

capped off the day. About 400 actives, alumni and guests
were in attendance, including members of the Fraternity Office
staff, university staff, prominent alumni and the Governor of

Oklahoma, Frank Keating. Guest speakers encouraged the new

initiates to strive for higher goals. Awards were distributed to

those involved in the re-chartering process. Chapter Advisor
Khris Kendall was awarded the Order of the Lion by ESR
Richard Lies and the “True Gentleman” Award from OKKA.

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New Mexico’s
Ironman
Governor Gary Johnson puttingpeople before politics

rother Gary E. Johnson (New Mexico ‘75) successfully
L ran for the Governor’s Office in New Mexico and con-

tinues to run every day. He rises at 5:00 a.m. each morning and
runs the equivalent of twelve miles. Once this daily ritual is
complete, he takes on the political hurdles of being a Republi-
can governor in a largely Democratic state. A state that, when
he took office, was ranked 48 in per capita income, the highest
taxed as a percentage of income, and had the fourth highest
number of state employees as a percentage of population.

What was the foundation that gave Johnson the strength and
character to tackle these problems? He attributes much of it to

being a member of Sigma Alpha Epsilon. “As an EA E I

learned many important ideals that I have and will put to good
use as I run the state ofNew Mexico.” EA E has been a big
part of Johnson’s life.

While in the chapter two brothers invited Gary to a ski
resort and asked if he wanted to be an instructor. He taught ski-
ing at Red River for four years. More importantly it is where
he met Dee Simms, who would later become Dee Johnson.
“It’s amazing if you look at my life as a junction box, every-
thing has been a conduit out of the fraternity,” admits Johnson.

Only a successful builder would use such terms as “junction
box” and “conduit” to describe the path his life has followed.
After graduation from the University ofNew Mexico in 1975,
Johnson went to work in the construction business. He would

go door to door handing out leaflets soliciting construction and

remodeling jobs. In 1976 Gary and Dee Johnson formed Big J
Enterprises, as they turned their door to door construction
business into one of the largest construction companies in the

state, currently employing more than 700 people. Big JEnter-
prises provides plumbing, electrical, mechanical and general
contracting services.

Brother Johnson soaring to new heights.

However, success of this
magnitude takes plenty of
hard work and tough deci-
sions. Gary Johnson thrives
on dedication, discipline and

making the tough decisions
he knows will lead to the
realization of any goal. “I’m
as disciplined as a human

being as you’ll meet. For
instance, I’m out the door

every morning at 5:00 a.m.

and back by 7:00 a.m., hav-

ing run the equivalent of 12 CarY E ‘ Johnson

miles. By the equivalent of 12 miles I mean I assign a value to

different aspects ofworking out. For instance a 1/4 mile swim
or three miles of bicycling is equal to a mile running. I devote
two hours a day to training, and that is a big commitment. If I
miss a day I’ll make up the 12 miles over the course of the
week.” This determination has paid off, as Gary Johnson is a

nationally ranked triathlete for his age group. After completing
this morning ritual, he drives the 60 miles north from his home
in Albuquerque to the state capital in Santa Fe. Here he tackles
the tough decisions of governing New Mexico.

But what drove him up that road to become Governor of
New Mexico? He foreshadowed his interest in politics graduat-
ing with a degree in Political Science. “I always wanted to

understand the political process and thought at some point I
would be involved [in politics],” says Johnson. However, he
always felt the process ofpolitics should never come before
the people and, in fact, ran on the slogan People Before Poli-
tics. The theme struck a positive cord with the people ofNew
Mexico, as the general mood in the state and country is to elect

people who have achieved success outside of politics, rather
than reelecting lifetime politicians. Thus, Johnson was elected
in the fall of 1994 and is currently the highest elected official
in the country without any prior political experience.

The Governor’s Office was his first election as a candidate,
but it was the election of ‘72 that may have planted some early
seeds in his mind for a political career. In 1972 young Gary
Johnson was an active brother in the EA E chapter at New
Mexico, when brother Pete Domenici (New Mexico ‘55)
stopped by the house during his first successful bid for the
United States Senate. Johnson remembers, “I thought, wow, I
have something in common with this guy. He’s an EAE and
I’m an EAE.”

Johnson’s ultimate motivating factor for running for Gover-
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nor was that he felt that, as a citizen ofNew Mexico, he did not

like the direction the state was headed. New Mexico was the

highest taxed state in the U.S. as a percentage of income.
Along with being ranked 48th in per capita income. While it
was also fourth in the number of state employees per capita. “I
ran as a business person who is going to come in and change
the way the state has been running,” said Johnson. This was

no easy task for a Republican in a state where there are 1.66

Democrats to every one Republican. He goes on to say “Elect-
, ing a Republican governor in New Mexico, who has never
( been in a political office before proved that the people of the
tj state were looking for someone to change things. I also ran on

I the reality that, given the legislative makeup of this state,
( maybe I don’t change a thing, but at least I stop us from getting
t any worse.” Stopping the overwhelmingly Democratic legisla-
t: ture (exactly two-thirds Democrats to one-third Republican)
from continuing business as usual has been Johnson’s daily

! marathon. He has drawn the line in the sand to Olympic pro-
portions by vetoing more than 200 bills. Though the legisla-
ture will probably override some of these bills, he has stood up
and done what he said he was going to do.

Johnson is not making decisions based on future personal
political aspirations. “I’m making hard decisions and will not

fence-straddle, because that is what I detest most among politi-
cians. What I want to see as a citizen are those people that I
elect to make decisions; I may like or dislike a particular deci-

! sion by my elected officials, but then I have a choice to vote

them in or I can vote them out ofoffice,” he said. Fence strad-

i dling is one criticism you will not hear mentioned in the same

I breath with Governor Gary Johnson. He makes a decision and
1 sticks to it. He figures at some point he will alienate every-
I body. Making the tough choice is what the people wanted, and
the opinion polls reflect this trend. In fact, in his first year of

being a Republican in a Democratic state, 55% say they agree
with his actions, 35% disagree and 10% had no opinion. Opin-
ion polls are not what drives Johnson; instead he looks at his
role as “the everyday citizen” who happened to be elected gov-
emor. He has the same concerns that every taxpayer, home-
owner or worker does.

One of Johnson's concerns when he took office was that he
felt people were tired of the complete stupidity of government.
In fact brother Johnson’s observation is not new. Plato (427-
349 B.C.) once said:

Those who are too smart to engage in politics are punished
by being governed by those who are dumber.

So he developed an “Open Door After Four” program to

address their concerns. The door to his office is open to any
citizen every third Thursday of the month. From 4:00 p.m.
until 10:00 p.m. he listens to anyone discuss any topic in a one-

on-one format in his office. “Nothing is off limits. People
come in and talk about everything from A to Z.” The Thursday
I visited with the governor, the topics ranged from hunting
issues to AIDS tests for perpetrators of rape to casino gam-

bling. True to the Old West, Johnson is straightforward and

gives them the truth on every issue. It may not be the answer

they want to hear but they know it is the truth. “I listen to their

complaints and make sure my administration follows up to cor-

rect the wrongs,” Johnson said. “I said I would tell the truth,
keep my word and be accountable. Within that context I have
been successful. Yet I have made some mistakes. So you admit

your mistakes, fix them and move on.” He has achieved his

goals of truth and integrity in state government, which he

promised voters, when they elected him.

Other goals will be tougher to accomplish. With the make-

up of the state legislature, reducing taxes will be hard for him.

However, there are some things he can do. And like the iron-
man athlete, he is making state government leaner, competitive
and more customer-oriented. Johnson feels what the state

needs is better government at popular prices, and he has

already cut nearly $50 million in spending. Additionally, 1995
was the first year since New Mexico’s founding (1912) that
state government did not add additional employees and actual-
ly had fewer employees at the end of the year than at the

beginning.
This friendly, competitive, more efficient New Mexico has

helped lure new corporations to the state. Intel Corporation has

recently opened a large facility in Albuquerque and is already
the largest and most profitable semiconductor plant in the

world. In fact, 60% of the computers in the world have their

microprocessors produced in Albuquerque. Johnson points out
that this type of business coming into the state helps improve
the per capita income. Others would argue that they don’t
want their land of enchantment spoiled by bringing in big busi-
ness and more people. Still, the governor contends that this is

improvement for the people already there. This helps in terms

of a better standard of living and fewer taxes for the citizens of
New Mexico right now. And no matter what the state does

people will continue to move to New Mexico. What was not

moving to the state in the past were the high paying jobs.
Gary Johnson has run some tough roads in the past and has

many miles to go, but he has always been one to accomplish
his goals. Along the way he says ZA E has been an important
factor. “I think the world of our fraternity, and it may have

helped me along further than any other thing in my life.”
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The Ultimate Volunteers
A Memorial Profile of William S. Fiscus

W illiam Simpson Fiscus (Michigan State’50) passed into
the Chapter Eternal on August 19, 1995. As part of our

program proclaiming this the “Year of the Volunteer,” we
salute this exemplary brother whose lifetime of dedicated ser-

vice personified the highest ideals of £AE.
Bill Fiscus did not make mere shallow acquaintances; he

cultivated deep and lasting friendships. It was a personal poli-
cy he put into practice at an early age. As boyhood pal and Fra-
temity brother Don Rentschler (MIGA '60) recollects, “Bill
was the pied piper of the neighborhood. He was the kind of
natural leader we all flocked after. Whatever the sport or game
we could count on Bill to organize it.”

Bill’s character was honed by another lifelong commit-
ment: service in the Navy. Entering the Navy in WWII as an

apprentice seaman aboard the USS Wisconsin, he would retire
as a Captain in the Naval Reserve forty-seven years later, near-
ly attaining the rank ofAdmiral. Vitally active and involved in

every aspect of the Reserves, he would spend virtually every
Saturday at the Selfridge ANG base Naval Reserve Station.

Upon completion of his active tour of duty, Bill enrolled
at Michigan State University. He pledged £AE in 1947. By
the time he graduated with a degree in metallurgy in 1950 he
had forged a vast number of friendships in the Fraternity and

firmly established an equally enduring commitment to his alma
mater.

Launching a sales career at the Detroit-based company
his father co-founded, Huron Steel Company (where he ulti-

mately advanced to the position ofVice President of Sales), in
the early 1950’s wasn’t enough of a challenge for Bill. It was
then that he began his second career: working for the fledgling
Detroit Alumni Association.

Bill’s bedrock belief that “brotherhood begins after the
bills are paid” made him the ideal candidate for DAA Treasur-

er. It would prove a defining moment for both Bill and the
Detroit Alumni Association. Following his initial election, he
would be routinely re-nominated and unanimously re-elected
to the office for the next 44 years.

One of his first moves to re-energize the infant organiza-
tion was to personally promote attendance at weekly luncheons
at the downtown Detroit landmark restaurant run by the family
of brother Billy Muer (MIGA *37). Entirely as the result of his
infectious enthusiasm, Bill Fiscus built the Wednesday noon
round table at Muer’s into the hub of regional £A E activity it
remains to this day. During the four-and-one-half decades that

followed, Bill was a fixture at these mid-week meetings. These
sessions proved the perfect forum to form event committees,
address active chapter problems and share general news of the
Fraternity. And woe to any uninformed neophyte who would

inadvertently try to take Bill’s seat at the head of the table!
While the great majority of the initial members were

graduates of the three £A E chapters chartered in Michigan at

the time, it was Bill’s vision to actively recruit £AE alumni

from any school in the country
who happened to be living in the
Detroit area. To rekindle their
interest in the Fraternity, Bill
realized the Association would
have to offer activities, events
and services that would appeal to
the alumni. He was the architect
of a carefully constructed calen-
dar of activities which would
become the essential underlying
structure of the organization.

Knowing that the alumni
would like nothing better than to

keep track of the lives of their

contemporaries, Bill became the
Bill Fiscus and wife Letty

editor and publisher of the AlumNews, the quarterly DAA
newsletter. The bulk of the business of collecting news and

soliciting business card advertisers fell squarely on Bill’s
shoulders. It was a task at which he would tirelessly toil for the
rest of his life.

Maintaining an accurate mailing list of the rapidly grow-
ing alumni association’s membership led Bill to pursue the
biennial publication of a DAA member directory. Although
portions of the work of verifying every entry by telephone was

parceled out among select draftees, the enormous effort neces-

sary to coordinate the final production would likewise remain

solely Bill’s burden.
He made Founder’s Day the focal point of the year by

bringing together alumni and active chapter brothers for an
outstanding program featuring an address by a notable £A E,
in addition to presentation of the DAA Outstanding Chapter
Award and the annual business meeting of the Association.

Similarly, it was Bill who made sure the DAA Steak Roast and

Family Picnic took place every summer, rain or shine. When
asked to add an GolfOuting to the calendar, Bill accommodat-
ed the request and made all the arrangements without his busy
schedule missing a beat. It was Bill who fostered the growth of
a small homecoming gathering ofMichigan Gamma alumni
into what would eventually become the gala DAA Fall Dinner

Party. A Christmas Luncheon on the very last Wednesday prior
to the holiday completed the annual DAA social calendar he
created. And at each event he combined his role as chief col-
lector of the cash with that ofmaster of ceremonies.

Beyond the immediate benefit of building fellowship
among DAA members, these functions, following the same

fixed schedule year after year, proved the ideal catalyst for the
incubation and eventual formation of new chapter-specific
alumni associations and house corporations. These spin-off
groups were able to build their memberships with minimal
trouble and at a nominal cost by simply taking advantage of
the established DAA events as periodic meeting sites. In a very
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real sense, they owe their existence to Bill Fiscus. As a dues

paying member of virtually every emerging chapter alumni
association and interest group in the area, Bill traveled hun-
dreds ofmiles each year to attend their events and support their
development.

Another ofBill’s innovative ideas was the DAA sponsor-
ship of Leadership School scholarships for Province Omega
chapters. In addition to giving more undergrads the opportuni-
ty to receive valuable training, the accumulated tuition contri-
butions earned the DAA recognition as the first alumni associ-

ation, indeed the first entity other than an individual, to attain
Founder Member donor status. In testament to the excellence
of the organization Bill Fiscus built, the DAA would also
become the first recipient of the Outstanding Alumni Associa-
tion Award.

Bill’s service to the Fraternity didn’t begin and end with
his involvement in the Detroit Alumni Association. Twice

serving as Province Archon in terms decades apart, he was
instrumental in preserving existing chapters in the face of criti-
cal management dilemmas and precarious financial crises. He
led an aggressive extension effort in the region, deserving sin-

gular credit for having successfully shepherded a total of five
new groups through the lengthy
process of securing a charter as an
EAE chapter.

He played a pivotal role in preser-
vation ofhis own chapter at Michigan
State. As the central figure in the for-
mation of its housing corporation, he
helped the chapter overcome fire, fore-
closure and fiscal woes while it occu-

pied four successive facilities. He
spearheaded the fundraising campaign
which financed their present chapter
house. From his post at the helm of the

DAA, Bill coordinated and captained a

caucus of chapter delegates and representatives of other char-
tered alumni associations from Michigan at virtually every
SAE National Convention for four decades. The personal rap-
port with Fraternity executives and other area leaders he devel-

oped over the decades only enhanced his effectiveness.
Bill’s solid record of achievement and reputation for

results made him a highly valued participant in numerous advi-

sory committees of the National Fraternity, culminating in his
service as a trustee of the Fraternity Endowment Fund Board.
Bill was also the youngest recipient of the highest honor our
order bestows, the Distinguished Service Award. Named to the
Order of the Phoenix, he had also earned a Merit Key Award.
He attained the Nippert Level of donor recognition for his sus-

tained personal giving.
Consider as well his lifetime of contributions to the com-

munity. A boyhood interest in coin and stamp collecting
encouraged by his father would lead later in his life to the for-
mation ofCoins and Stamps, Inc., a fixture of the Grosse
Pointe business community for more than four decades. The
coin shop, which also served as DAA headquarters, was Bill’s

regular Thursday afternoon venue. As a result, stamps of neg-
ligible numismatic value yet still valid as postage despite their
vintage denominations, would regularly appear affixed all over
the face of envelopes you’d know at a glance were bearing a

missive from Bill, most likely copies of photos he’d taken at

the last DAA social event you’d attended.
No less enduring was his unwavering support of his alma

mater. A significant contributor in his own right, Bill’s annual
solicitation of corporate sponsors for the MSU Management
Conference was crucial to the continued success of the series.

Among the considerable number ofBill’s additional vol-
unteer interests, he was a member of the Grosse Pointe Memo-
rial Church, where he was a former Deacon, a lifetime member
of the Detroit Yacht Club, a member of the comandry of the
Masonic Temple Acacia Lodge, chairman of his investment
club and a participant in the Grosse Pointe Numismatic Asso-
ciation.

The ultimate volunteer was also the ultimate family man.

Of all his life’s accomplishments, he considered his family his
finest. Bill is survived by his wife Letty, his sons James Ivan

(MI Delta ’80) and William S. Ill (Ml Delta ‘87), his daughters
Lori Prickett and Karen Bacci, his sister Tish White, his

individual.
To move beyond merely what he

did and to begin to appreciate who he

was, you’d have to have seen the joy
he brought to the face of a convales-

cent home confined former postmaster when he went out of his

way to visit, witnessed the pure pleasure he derived from

watching over a wagon load of straw tossing tykes during the

hayride highlight of the LAE family picnic, shared his obvious
pride while showing snapshots of his children and grandchil-
dren, or experienced his genuine excitement on those frequent
occasions when he would introduce a new found alumni broth-
er to the Wednesday luncheon round table. If there was a sin-

gle secret to Bill’s phenomenal productivity, it’s in the way he

structured his time. He simply made every moment count.
Bill Fiscus devoted himself to an amazing number of

diverse organizations and institutions. Considering the depth
and duration of his dedicated service to each of these groups,
his lifetime contribution comprises a cumulative level of

unpaid service that would be difficult if not impossible to repli-
cate. He was truly the ultimate volunteer.

S ignificant and positive changes have occurred at ZAE over

the past two years and I would like to share with you a few

of the more notable ones.

At the 1993 ZAE Fraternity Convention, a total of 35 chap-
ters could not vote as a result of probationary actions taken
by the fraternity. Recognizing that our chapters are, and
always must be, our number one priority, our efforts are con-

centrated on aiding chapters resolve their existing problems
and in detecting and resolving potential problem situations.

Thanks to an outstanding effort by the ZAE Fraternity
Office staff and dedicated alumni who worked with the chap-
ters, our success is far beyond what we thought possible.
Today, only seven ZAE chapters are on probation. Twenty-
eight chapters (80%) have beem returned to a position of

“good standing.”
One of the fraternity’s foremost objectives is to provide the

unique ZAE experience that we all enjoyed to as many young
men as possible. Two processes exist to achieve this objective:
extension and increasing our pledge numbers.

In the area of extension, our goal is 250 active ZAE chap-
ters by 2006, the 150th anniversary of ZAE’s founding. The

new chapters at Albright College (PAS-M) and Embry-Riddle
(FLRH), both installed this fall, brings our current active chap-
ter count to 205, the largest number in ZAE’s long history.
And, thanks to outstanding efforts by the Extension Advisory
Committee and onr Chapter Development team, yet another 18
strong colonies are striving to achieve their ZAE charters.

Our goal of 250 active ZAE chapters by 2006 does appear to

be well within the realm of possibility.
