In 1999, Sigma Alpha Epsilon
formed a partnership with
WeAlumni.com with the goal of creating
web-based alumni communities.

Recently, WeAlumni was purchased by
another company that does not focus on

Greek organizations. Therefore,
WeAlumni is no longer providing cus-

tomer support to us. The firm is not

planning updated versions of its soft

ware, and we have already received a

number of complaints about the current

download time. In addition, we cannot

find out passwords, new logins, or other
general questions.

As a result of this company’s
takeover, Sigma Alpha Epsilon will likely
discontinue its partnership with
WeAlumni.

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The Fraternity Office has implemented
a number of new programs and

incentives to improve chapter
operations and to assist our undergraduates. The 65 th Leadership
School brought record attendance of more than 600 undergradu-
ates. Chapter Services expanded its coverage of the Realm by
adding an eighth Education & Leadership Consultant. The
Foundation awarded more than $100,000 in scholarship money
to outstanding brothers. We changed leadership at the Fraternity
Office and added more staff positions to improve customer serv-

ice. We implemented a new continuing-education program called
the Minerva Project that engages brothers during their entire

undergraduate experience. Furthermore, the Foundation is offer-

ing 20 tuition scholarships to the Undergraduate Interfraternity
Institute program.

Despite all these accomplishments, however, we haven’t done

enough. Why? A multitude ofchapter incidents has arisen over the

past few months. In the worst cases, these incidents lead to the

probation, suspension, or closure of chapters. Problems occur

when chapter operations have gone awry. The most common inci-

dents stem from fighting, violations of alcohol policy, hazing (in
all forms), purchasing alcohol with chapter funds, poor academics,
and poor relations with the institution or Fraternity Office.

When chapters face discipline, the Fraternity Office is faced
with the question of “why.” Why did this happen? How did this

happen?Who is to blame? Instead ofpointing fingers, we need to
focus on the solutions. Each chapter of EAE faces challenges.
Some brothers can solve their own problems; others cannot.

Learning about the scenarios in which discipline became nec-

essary may prevent new problems with other chapters. Perhaps
your chapter does something similar to what you will read in the
next few paragraphs. Take the time to read these situations, and

you may learn something from others’ mistakes.

Bucknell (Pennsylvania Zeta)
The chapter was found guilty of hazing, specifically fore

drinking. State police caught the group in a park as it held a pled
activity. The police reported the incident to the University, whi
made a decision on chapter discipline in conjunction with t

Fraternity Office. In addition, Pennsylvania Zeta purchased ale
hoi with chapter funds and served it to minors. These violatio
are currently under further investigation.

FOUNDED on June 14, 1893
CLOSED in September, 2000, by fhe University

Northern Arizona (Arizona Gamma)

The Arizona Gamma Chapter has been on our discipline 1
since 1996. It accrued more than $20,000 in debt to the Fratern
Office. In addition, the men had several altercations, including
fight with another chapter ofEAE. More than halfof the membt
were on academic probation since their grades fell below a 2.0 GP
The University warned them of poor conduct in the residence hal
Furthermore, the group had little alumni support. As a result
these factors, the Fraternity Office recommended closure.

FOUNDED on September 27, 1975
CLOSED in January, 2001, by the Supreme Council

Ohio State (Ohio Theta)
This chapter first violated social probation imposed by t

University. In addition, it violated the dry-rush guidelines. Oh
Theta had an altercation with another fraternity and was sche
uled to appear before the judicial board. In the meantime, brot
ers conducted a “smash the car” fundraiser on their front law
Problems in the neighborhood arose when the car managed to ei

up in the middle of the street. During the judicial hearing, t
panel looked at the chapter’s previous behavior. The Univers
decided to close the chapter for poor conduct and alcohol vio
tions, and the Fraternity Office worked with the school to beg
the process. Now, after the closure, there are still allegations ofhi
ing and destruction of property at the house.

FOUNDED on June 3, 1892
CLOSED in January, 2001, by the University
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Alabama (Alabama Mu)
Mother Mus pledge class had an altercation with another fra-

rnity. The University, disappointed with previous behavior by
e chapter, pulled official recognition. At that time, the Fraternity
ffice conducted a membership review to decide which members
ould be reinstated. After serving suspension, the chapter will be
introlled by an alumni commission.
FOUNDED on March 9, 1856
SUSPENDED in October, 2000, by the University

Wisconsin (Wisconsin Alpha)
The Fraternity Office conducted an investigation after reports
hazing and found the group guilty. Hazing included sleep dep-
ration, running up and down staircases, push-ups, and sit-ups
iring initiation week. The chapter also purchased alcohol with

napter funds. Wisconsin Alpha will now serve probation with a

andatory six-week pledge program, followed by a prompt initi-
ion at the Fraternity Office. Active brothers are required to per-
rm 1,000 hours of community service within a year. Moreover,
e chapter will require special visits from the Fraternity and will
live to sponsor an educational seminar. During the investigation,
e Fraternity Office discovered that Wisconsin Alpha has not

inducted the official brother initiation for nearly two years.
I FOUNDED on February 7, 1903
PROBATION in December, 2000, by the Fraternity Office

Florida State (Florida Beta)
A pledge of Florida Beta reported hazing after he depledged.

uring an investigation, the chapter was found guilty of hazing,
addition, the brothers’ stories did not match each other, there-

r resulting in a conflict of information. Florida Beta also allowed
>n-FSU students to join the chapter, a violation of the Fraternity
iws (Title I, Article 3, Section 5).When the chapter went to trial,
e University cited inappropriate behavior and lack of a consis-
nt story. It decided to close the chapter for two years. The chap-
r, not being completely open with the Fraternity Office, ham-
tred the staff ’s ability to workwith it. The Supreme Council then
xided to remove the charter for four years until the original
embers have graduated.
FOUNDED on March 5, 1949
CLOSED in April, 2000, by the Supreme Council

Where do we go from here? Whether you are an

undergraduate, an alumnus, a parent, or an

administrator, you can make a difference! Here's

how you can get involved in chapter operations:

Undergraduates
Re-evaluate your chapter’s programs. Do they comply with
university and fraternity guidelines? Do they serve their

purpose?
HI Communicate with your Greek Advisor, Province Archon,

and E&L Consultant on a regular basis. The more you
establish these relationships, the more they can help you if
a challenge arises.

H Hold individual brothers accountable. This is a real chal-

lenge for most chapters. Individuals must be held account-

able for poor grades, delinquent bills, etc. by enforcing the

chapter’s bylaws and the Fraternity Laws.
;i Attend IFC meetings to form relations with other Greek

organizations.
i Call the Fraternity Office first if an incident arises. We can

help a chapter if it contacts us. Don’t wait for the universi-

ty or college to report it to us.

Attend national events, such as Leadership School and the

Anniversary Convention.

Alumni
Make a gift to the chapter. For example, you can donate

money to sponsor one delegate to the annual Leadership
School in Chicago. More importantly, give your time,

i Call, e-mail, or visit the chapter to see how it is doing.
Show your interest.

S Volunteer to serve as a Chapter Advisor, Housing-
Corporation official, or mentor. Young men need someone

who can serve as a mentor.

Plan any alumni events at the chapter house, not away from
it.

Parents
M Start a parents’ club that meets and assists the chapter.

Ask your son about his fraternal experience. Find out what’s
going on in his undergraduate career.

Encourage your son to attend leadership conferences and

programs. These skills will benefit him in the future.

Administrators
B Speak at a chapter meeting, an Executive-Council meeting,

or a retreat. Explain your role as an advisor.
Set guidelines, expectations, and goals for the chapter.
Monitor the chapter’s progress.

The National Panhellenic Council delegates
are meeting, as are the Fraternity Executives Association and other
members of the volunteer Greek community of alumni and alum-
nae. A workshop session is held by the NIC involving more than
100 fraternity and sorority alumni/alumnae participating in an

interactive process that identified the following concerns:

(1) alcohol-based culture — too much emphasis on entertain-

ment and drinking; (2) hazing as a continuing problem; (3) sexual
harassment and unacceptable attitudes and behavior; (4) poor aca-
demic performance; (5) dishonest behavior and stonewalling cam-

pus and fraternity authorities; (6) disregard for chapter house and

personal property of others; (7) lagging influence of ritual on val-
ues and behaviors; (8) limited involvement of older chapter mem-
bers; (9) poor recruitment or attracting the wrong type of new

members; and (10) headquarters staffs and boards consumed by
crisis management and less able to focus on developing new chap-
ters.

These became the plethora of challenges possibly never collec-

tively faced by Greeks before. We left Houston with a clear under-

standing that action on a national level is necessary to ensure the
survival of the Greek movement and to return it to the pre-eminent
place it should hold on every campus where we exist.

My six years of service as a member of the Board of Directors
of the now North-American Interfraternity Conference began
when I was elected to my first term at the 1994 NIC Annual

Meeting. I was beginning my last six months as Eminent Supreme
Archon of Sigma Alpha Epsilon, and I was encouraged that my
service and experience with LAE would make me a positive con-

tributor to NIC’s Board. My service as a member of the NIC

Board, as NIC Adopt-A-School Committee chair, as NIC Legal
Advisory Board member, as NIC Law Committee chair, and as

ing to our SAE mission, values, and Ritual.

The same can be said of

fraternity and sorority members in leadership in business, medi-
cine, law, science, teaching, and the arts.

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“Thank you Mr Speaker; Ladies, and Gentlemen of

the House. I am probably the last person and the most

unlikely person whom you would expect to be speak-

ing from the well about hate-crime legislation. I am

going to talk about hate-crime legislation differently
from a lot of the conversations that have gone on thus

far I want to talk about it more personally and how I

came to believe what I believe.

About two weeks ago my family got together for my father’s 70 lh birthday.
It was the first time since my oldest daughter was born 19 years ago that only
the children and spouses got together, no grandchildren. We stayed up until
two o’clock in the morning talking about hate-crime legislation and this very
bill. Even my family could not come to a resolution about this bill, but we did

agree that how you were raised and who you are would likely influence how you
would vote on this bill. With this being said, I want you to know more about

me and how I came to believe
what I believe.

I am a White

Republican, who lives, in the

very southwest corner of the
most ultra-conservative part
of this state. I grew up in

Cottonwood, have agricul-
tural roots, enjoyed hunting
and fishing, and even had a

gun when I was a kid. On my
12 ,h birthday I was given that

gift that so many southern boys receive, a shotgun from my dad that somehow
marked me as a man. I was raised in a conservative Baptist church. I went to a

large, mostly white Southern university, was the president of the largest (total-
ly white) fraternity on that campus. I had nine separate great-great-great grand-
fathers who fought for the Confederacy. I do not have a single ancestor in all of

my family lines who has lived north of the Mason-Dixon line going back to the

Revolutionary War. Something that I am not terribly proud of - but it is just
part ofmy heritage: not one but several of those relatives actually owned slaves.

You would guess by listening to my background that I am going to stand
here and oppose hate-crime legislation. But you see, that is the problem when

you start stereotyping people by who they are and where they came from

"Hole is oil oround US. It lakes shape and form In uiaiis ikal

are sometinui so small fhal uie do nol even recognize Ihem to

begin milh. until Ibeg somebom become acceptable to us. It is up
to us. as parents and leaders in our communities, to take a stand

and to sag loudlg and clearlg that this is just not acceptable.''
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because I totally, totally support this bill. I
come from a privileged background, but
hate has no discrimination when it picks its

victims. 1 have a Catholic brother-in-law.

My sister could not be married in his

church, and his priest refused to marry
them because they were of different faiths.
I have a Jewish brother-in-law. The differ-
ences in religion have caused parts of my
family to be estranged from each other for

more than 25 years. I was the president of
the largest fraternity [Sigma Alpha
Epsilon] at Auburn University, which won

the award as the best chapter in the coun-

try while I was there. Out of more than
100 members, six are now openly gay. But

the “lasting bond of brotherhood” to

which we pledged ourselves during those
idealistic days apparently does not apply if
you should later come out and declare

yourself gay.
Some of you know that my family had

an exchange student from Kosovo who
lived with us for six months during the
entire time of the fighting over there.
When we last heard from her, her entire

extended family of 26 members had not

been found. Not one of them. They all had
been killed or had disappeared because of

religious and ethnic differences that we

cannot even begin to understand.
The parents of my best friend in high

school and college roommate were raised in

Denmark during the war. His grandfather
was killed serving in the Resistance. For

three years, that family survived because

people left food on the doorstep during the
middle of the night. Others could not

afford to give food openly because they
would then be killed themselves.

And to Representative McKinney, we
are probably as different as two people can

be in this House, based on our back-

grounds. But I myself have also known fear
because I am a white man who was

mugged and robbed in Chicago in a black

neighborhood. And you are right, it is a

terror that never goes away. It does not end
when the wounds heal or the dollars are

replaced in your wallet. It is something that
you live with the rest of your life.

But I want to tell you the real reason

that I am standing here today. And this is

personal. In my five years in this House I

have never abused my time in the well, and
I only have two days before I leave this

body [the Georgia House of

Representatives], so I hope that you will

just listen to this part for me.
There was one woman in my life who

made a huge difference, and her name was

Mary Ward. She began working for my

family before I was born. She was a young
black woman whose own grandmother
raised my mother. Mary, or “May-Mar,” as

I called her, came every morning, cooked
breakfast, and had it on the table before I

awoke. She cooked our lunch. She washed
our clothes. But she was much more than

that. She read books to me. When I was

playing Little League, she played catch
with me. She was never, ever afraid to dis-

cipline or spank me. She expected the

absolute best out of me, perhaps, even

more than she did of her own children. She
even traveled with my family to our house

in Florida during the summer months, just
as her own grandmother had done.

One day, when I was about 12 or 13,
I was leaving for school. As I was walking
out the door, she turned to kiss me good-
bye. And for some reason, I turned my
head. She stopped me and she looked into

my little eyes with a look that is absoluti
burned in my memory, and she said, “5f|
didn’t kiss me because I am black.” At til

instant, I knew that she was right. I denk

it. I made some lame excuse, but v

forced at that young age to confront!
small, dark part of myself. I do not ev

know where it came from. This lady, w
was devoting her whole life to me, i

brother, and sister, who loved us uncom

tionally, who had changed my diapers a

fed me, and who had truly been my seco:

mother, somehow was not worthy oh

good-bye kiss, simply because of the colt
of her skin.

Hate is all around us. It takes sha
and form in ways that are somehow
small that we do not even recognize them
begin with, until they somehow becot

acceptable to us. It is up to us, as pareit
and leaders in our communities, to takej
stand and to say loudly and clearly that til
is just not acceptable. I have lived with t

shame and memory ofmy betrayal ofMai
Ward’s love for me. I pledged to myst
then, and I re-pledged to myself the day
buried her, that never, ever again woulo
